“The Trustees, who 
include retired consultants and medical academics, scrutinise all 

applications for funds to ensure that the Charity’s money is 
being used where it will do the most good.”  The Charity 

relies on legacies and donations from organisations 
and the general public, which it uses - along 

with income from investments – to fund a 
range of charitable activities.

250 years, but the Middlesex Hospital has been 
captured in a stunning collection of photographs 
by a former patient.

Charity Honours 
Long Service With 
8th Annual Ceremony
UCLH Charities will host its 8th Long Service 
Award ceremony in February 2008 for staff who 
have completed 25 years’ service. Each recipient 
will be presented with an engraved crystal bowl.   

430 people from all hospitals and grades have 
been honoured to date, including Jennifer Fraser 
of the National Hospital for Neurology and 
Neurosurgery who received her award earlier 
this year.

“It was a wonderful experience and a great 
opportunity to meet up with colleagues around 
the Trust, many of whom I haven’t seen for a 
considerable length of time” she said.  

“Recognising the long and valuable service that 
staff make to our hospitals is very important 
and that is why we sponsor these events to say 
thank-you to them and provide them with the 
recognition they deserve” adds Phillip Boyes, 
Operational Director for UCLH Charities.

And the proceeds of the 
project will provide a 
living memorial to the 
hospital by fi nancing 
future projects. 

Carole Rawlinson gave birth to her children at The Middlesex 
and was successfully treated for cancer there. Her moving 
record of its fi nal days – which brings together photographs 
and the memories of the staff who worked there – is now 
available as a book.

The photographs featured in Middlesex Memories were 
originally put together as an exhibition for the new £422 
million University College Hospital by Carole, who as a 
hospital planning consultant was involved at an early stage 
in assessing the future of the hospital. She describes the 
hospital, which opened as the Middlesex Infi rmary in 1745, 
as a well loved institution whose memory needed preserving. 

“It had a place in the hearts of the community and there 
was a strong ethos within the hospital community amongst 
medical and nursing staff” she explains. “I was trying to 
capture the hospital at the point where the patients had gone 
but it was still a hospital and looked like a hospital.”

Carole, who is an Associate of the Royal Photographic Society, 
also spoke to staff both past and present to record their 
memories of the hospital, some of them going back decades.

When Barbara Howells died of a brain aneurism leaving three young 
sons, her family and friends decided to run the Asics British 10k 
London Run to raise funds for research into the hereditary aspects 
of the condition. In November her father Hugh Kerr and husband 
Ian Howells presented a cheque for £10,000 – that’s £1 for every 
metre the team ran – to Professor Tarek Yousry, whose work at 
the National Hospital for Neurology and Neurosurgery is at the 
forefront of brain aneurism research.

We are currently helping to fund a number of 
exciting developments, including:

Raising funds to provide further research into Photo-
Dynamic Therapy, an important development in 
cancer treatment that is potentially less invasive than 
chemotherapy or radiotherapy. 

Teaming up with the UCL Hospitals to invest in state-
of-the-art clinical education facilities. 

Investing heavily in the Comprehensive Biomedical 
Research Centre, one of the UK’s fi ve top medical 
research facilities, run by UCL Hospitals and 
University College London. 

Funding an initiative to improve the experience of 
patients using the hospital’s maternity services – this 
will then be rolled out throughout the Trust.
